DG Court opened the meeting bearing gifts of District Conference Promotion flags to all in attendance. 

Approval of Minutes:  Minutes from January 28, 2018 meeting distributed by PDG Raymond Ray asking all to peruse and voice any corrections.  Hearing no corrections, DG Court moved that the minutes be approved, 2nd by PDG Raymond; Motion carried.

Governor’s Remarks: DG Court stated we have started our race and moving forward into the first turn. 
 He encouraged everyone to promote using the District Newsletter to communicate the events going on in the District.   

GRSP:  Lynn Clarke updating that student participation is down.  Last year, statewide we had 113 clubs with 45 students, this year we had 127 clubs with 51 students. Thus, GRSP has started strategic planning to explore cost and organizational structure, marketing communications, insure diverse qualified students and improve club experience.	

Foundation:  Need everyone’s help.  Last year was a tough year, it was the first time D6900’s giving dropped to less than a million dollars.  Our total giving was $928,000 and annual giving $680,000. Previous 3 years were $1.300,000.

The Rotary Foundation had a water leak affecting their server. None of us is sure how much information was lost, they are slowly recovering the lost information. Luckily, we have D6900 documentation and Margie and Anne Glenn are helping RI rebuild missing 6900 data.  They believe we are 100% compliant with reporting. 


A few updates to the Foundation Team: 

Peace Fellow Chair in training, Dr, Wendi Jenkins from the RC of Muscogee.
Will MacArthur of the RC of Sandy Springs is now the Alumni Association and hope to start a Georgia Alumni Association.  
Bob Hagan will be carrying the flag for Polio Plus until we find a replacement for Bill Nordmark.  
Gerry Bilbro of RC of Griffin Daybreak is 100% Paul Harris Fellow

Margie asked for help getting clubs to enter their goals into Rotary Club Central.  If not done, the clubs will not be eligible for the Rotary Citation nor the Governors Citation.  At this point we are at 74%. Traditionally D6900 runs 98% or 100%.

We have 4 $Million Clubs - $Million in annual giving – Atlanta, Dunwoody, Roswell and Columbus.  Two clubs are on the move to attain title of $Million Club – Decatur and Buckhead.

Rotary Youth Exchange:  DG Court gave update for Michael Parks.  The program is doing quite well.  A picnic was held for the 8 incoming students and their host families. Michael Parks will be rolling off as the RYE Chair.  DGE Jim and DGN Kirk are exploring a replacement. 

District Conference Update:  An initial pass thru of the budget has been completed but still reviewing and will make changes where we know we can save money. Launching early and promises to be the best as far as speakers and activities. Registration will stay the same as last year.  Watching costs! Plea to all Rotarians to stop B&B registrations.  

DGE Planning Update:  DGE Jim has been asked to bring the District Conference back to Georgia.  He and his team are working on Savannah and Jekyll Island.  Should have a resolution in the next 30 days.  PETs is first weekend in March.

DGE Jim will be selecting hotels in Hamburg for the district.  He is currently looking at 5 hotels to determine close proximity to the Convention Center since RI will not be providing transportation from the hotels.  He will select two hotels, so the District will have adequate rooms.

DGN Planning Update: Working mainly on Rotary Public Image to have consistent branding and trying to pull unity between Court, Jim & Kirk to send a clear message.  Lori & Rory Young have agreed to be his District Trainers.   

New Business:  DG Court rolled out his vision for the Foundation/Membership/Service training meetings this year.  He is planning video training segments rather than physical meetings.   Video will last no longer than 2 hours and each club or individual can log on for the training. He is waiting for an outline from the Public Image Group. 

Old Business: DGE Jim Squire presented to the Committee a revised District Nominating Committee Resolution (copy attached) to be presented and voted on at District Conference in April 2019.  Copies were distributed to all committee members for perusal and vote.  PDG Bob Hagan moved that this revised District Nominating Committee Resolution be approved and presented for vote at the 2019 District Conference.  PDG Raymond Ray 2nd .  Unanimously approved except for Lynn Clarke who abstained.

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PROPOSED DISTRICT NOMINATING COMMITTEE RESOLUTION

A District 6900 Nominating Committee (Committee) shall exist for the purpose of selecting a District Governor
Nominee Designate to serve as District Governor in the third Rotary year following the annual convening of the
Committee as determined by the current District Governor.

The Committee shall consist of all District 6900 Past District Governors who are an Active or Honorary member of
a District 6900 Rotary Club, and attending in person the annual convening of the Committee, the District Governor,
District Governor Elect, and District Governor Nominee. Proxies or electronic attendance will be prohibited. The
DG, DGE and DGN shall only vote should there be a tie vote of the Past District Governors. The District Governor
shal! Chair the Committee and the most Immediate Past District Governor attending in person shall be the Vice-
chair.

The Committee shall be charged with the duty of seeking and proposing the best available Candidate for District
Governor Nominee. At least three months prior to the annual convening of the Committee in November, the District
Governor shall inquire of each club in the District if the club has any qualified member it wishes to propose as a
nominee for District Governor. This notice will include the Duties and Responsibilities of the District Governor
position. The District Governor will forward the applications of all DGND Candidates to the Committee members
and will schedule the Committee meeting and invite all Candidates to appear before the Committee for an interview.

The Committee shall not be limited in its selection to those names submitted by clubs in the District. The
Committee shall nominate the best qualified Rotarian who is available to serve as District Governor, provided they
agree to serve as District Governor, meet the qualifications and agree to the Duties and Responsibilities of the
District Governor set by the Council on Legislation, and have the full support and backing of their Rotary Club.

Voting shall be by a prepared secret ballot and a majority of the Committee shall be required for selection of the
Candidate. Ifa Candidate is from the home or current club of a Past District Governor present at the meeting, that
Past District Governor will recuse themselves from voting. If a Candidate is from the home or current club of the
DG, DGE or DGND, that officer will recuse themselves from voting and will be replaced as one of the three tie
breaker officers by the Second most Immediate Past District Governor attending in person. Each vote of the
Committee shall be tallied by the Chair and Vice-chair jointly, and the results of each ballot announced immediately
to the Committee. If there are more than two Candidates and no Candidate receives a majority vote on the first
ballot, the name of the Candidate with the least number of votes will be removed from the second ballot. Ifa tie
occurs, the tie will be broken by a vote of the DG, DGE and DGN whose three (3) votes be collected at the same
time as the second ballot votes are collected and placed in a sealed envelope. The envelope would only be opened in
the event of a tie on the second ballot. All ballots shall be clearly labeled and certified by the Chair and Vice-chair
and preserved in a secure District office file and destroyed after the selected candidate is formally elected at the
Rotary International Convention.

The District Governor shall publish the name and the club of the District Governor Nominee Designate to the clubs
of the District after the Committee adjourns, stating “nothing in this proclamation shall be construed as forbidding
nominations from the floor of the District Conference. A club intending to nominate a Candidate from the floor at
the District Conference shall, no later than 60 days before the Conference, be required to notify the District
Governor in writing of the name of the Candidate, and submit all documentation required as though the Candidate
had been initially submitted for consideration by the Committee. If, in accordance with this paragraph, the District
Governor receives n1o nominations from the clubs, then the District Governor Nominee Designate selected by the
Committee shall be presented by Resolution as the District Governor Nominee at the District Conference.

CURRENT DISTRICT NOMINATING COMMITTEE

A District 6900 Nominating Committee shall exist for the purpose of selecting a District Governor Nominee
Designate to serve as Governor in the third Rotary year following the annual convening of the committee as
determined by the current District Governor.

The nominating committee shall consist of attending District 6900 Past District Governors seven-veting(9-veting
members-in-a-tie-vote) members as follows:
e  The District Governor, DGE, DGN shall vote only to break a tie vote.

s The three (3) most recent PDG active in a D6900 Rotary Club Past-Bistrict-Governorresiding-in-the-distriet

tHrremb £-a-Rotary-Club-in-the-distriet and able to serve.

urrenth £vin Assistant-Governor
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e Any Past District 6900 Governor may attend and vote, thereby ensuring geographic and club size
representation.

e  Two (2) alternate individuals appointed by the current District Governor to prevent a member of the
District nominating committee and a potential District Governor Nominee Designate from being from the
same club.

(Alternate committee members shall only vote if one or more sitting appointed District Nominating

Committee
members are from the home/current club of any candidate being considered).

The District Governor shall chair the committee and the most immediate past district governor active in a D6900

Rotary Club Past-Distriet-Geovernor-residing-in-the-distriet shall be vice-chair. No appointed member of the

committee shall serve for more than two consecutive years.

The district nominating committee for governor shall be charged with the duty of seeking and proposing the best
available candidate for District Governor-nominee. At least four months prior to the January meeting of the
nominating committee, the district governor shall inquire of each club in the district, either in writing or through the
Governor’s Monthly Newsletter, if the club has any qualified member it wishes to propose as a nominee for District
Governor. This notice will include the Duties and Responsibilities of the District Governor position. The District
Governor will forward the applications of all DGND candidates to the nominating committee members and will
schedule the nominating committee meeting and invite all candidates to appear before the committee for an
interview.

The nominating committee for governor shall not be limited in its selection to those names submitted by clubs in the
district. The committee shall nominate the best qualified Rotarian who is available to serve as governor, provided
he/she meets the qualifications and agrees to the Duties and Responsibilities of the District Governor position set by
Rotary International; provided such candidate agrees to serve as governor; provided his/her club is notified and
agrees to be supportive.

Voting shall be by a prepared secret ballot and a majority of the committee (4 votes) shall be required for selection
of the candidate. Each vote of the committee shall be tallied by the chair and vice-chair jointly, and the results of
each ballot announced immediately to the committee. If a candidate is from the home or current club of any sitting
District Nominating Committee member, that District Nominating Committee member will be relieved of their
duties by the committee chair and an alternate District nominating committee member will fulfill their
responsibilities as required. If there are more than two candidates and no candidate receives a majority vote on a
ballot, the name of the candidate with the least number of votes will be removed from the following ballot. f atie
occurs, the tie will be broken by a vote of the DG, DGE and DGN whose three (3) votes be collected at the same
time as the first round votes are collected and placed *unopened* in an envelope. The envelope would only be
opened in the event of a tie. All ballots shall be clearly labeled and certified by the chair and vice-chair or other
District Governor Designate, and preserved in a secure district office file and destroyed after the selected candidate
is formally elected at the Rotary International Convention.
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The governor shall publish the name and the club of the nominee to the clubs of the district stating “nothing in this
resolution shall be construed as forbidding nominations from the floor of the district conference. A club intending to
nominate from the floor at the District Conference shall, no later than 60 days before the conference, be required to:

* Notify the district governor in writing of its intention.

* Submit the name of the candidate, and

* Submit all documentation required as though the candidate had been initially submitted for consideration
by the nominating committee.” If, in accordance with this paragraph, the District Governor receives no
nominations from the clubs, then the District Governor Nominee Designate shall be declared the District
Governor Nominee at the district conference.
